Look at 

the entire body of Christ in 

your community and realize 
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that you are just one of the 

many congregations that God 

can and will use to bring 

about His glory. 

2. Look for ways to partner with 

existing churches and organi-

zations. Build relationships 

with other Christian leaders 

in town to see what existing 

projects your church can join. 

Your small contribution of 

manpower and money can 

make a big difference. 

3. Recognize what your people 

are already doing. A pastor 

might be surprised to know 

that people are already in-

volved in community projects. 

What can we do to empower 

the work that is already hap-

pening? 

4. Mobilize people for opportu-

nities. Pastors should seek to 

remain aware of opportuni-

ties for service. You must de-

termine if an existing need is 

doable and fits with your 

churches mission and then 

publicize it with clear instruc-

tions of the where, when and 

how.  

5. Do a few things well. Do a 

few things well rather than a 

lot of things poorly. Church 

leaders should pray and ask 

the Lord where He would 

have you concentrate your 

efforts. You will have to turn 

down a lot of worthy causes. 

6. Celebrate small wins. Cele-

brate your efforts publically, 

privately and to those who 

gave. Remember itõs not the 

size of your effort that mat-

ters, but the heart behind it.
