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Itõs hard  to imagine that right where we live, 
children are being trafficked and treated like 
commodities.  Last year, Florida Baptist Chil-
drenõs Homes had 27 replacements in their safe 
home (through The Porch Light) for victims of 
sex trafficking.  They also impacted tens of 
thousands through advocacy and training ef-
forts.  They depend on the support of the 
Church Body to keep these programs thriving 
for children.  Prayerfully consider how you 
might give for children this year through the 
offering on Motherõs Day, May 8th.
